The 1901 Census records him as 17 and living at 16 Oriel Street, Swindon with his father Isaac (60), mother Fanny (60), brothers
Thomas (29) and James (23); with all four men being recorded as carpenters
The 1911 Census records him as 27 and living at 41 Hunters Grove, Swindon with his father Isaac (70), mother Fanny (70) and his
nephew Thomas (16); with his occupation shown as a stoker at the borough council electricity works
Made no first team appearances for Swindon Town, but played three league games for the reserve side without scoring
Scored five times for Swindon Town in nine Wilts Cup matches and friendly appearances
A utility player who appeared in several half back and forward positions for Croydon Common
Won a Southern League Division 2 championship medal with Croydon Common in 1908-09
Played in the professional Croydon Common club's first competitive match
Played in Croydon Common's first F.A. Cup match
Some sources show him signing for Swindon Athletic in October 1911, but he was playing for Swindon Victoria as from that month
In March 1913, after a particularly rowdy match away at arch rivals Trowbridge, which Swindon Victoria had won, he was struck
outside the ground by a home supporter who was found guilty of assault and fined (see the newspaper article below)
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
