The 1901 Census records him as an organ assistant living at Oxford Street, Ripley with his mother Agnes (49), brother Thomas (22) and sister Hannah (8)

Scored 50 goals for South Wingfield in the Mid-Derbyshire League at the age of 15

Scored 24 goals for Ripley Athletic in the Derbyshire League

The transfer fee for his move to Nottingham Forest was £50, but he made no first team appearances

Won a Southern League Championship medal with Queens Park Rangers in 1907-08, when he was the club's joint top scorer along with future Robin, Gittins

Made 9 appearances for Queens Park Rangers in the Westrn League, scoring 7 goals

Appears to have been referred to as Arthur whilst at Notts County

The 1911 Census records him as a professional footballer living at Mosley St. Ripley, Ripley with his mother Agnes (59) and sister Hannah (18)

Appeared for Croydon Common in 1 minor cup match, without scoring

Was a non-smoker and teetotaller

His older brother Thomas was twice second in the English 2 Mile championship and was the Midlands 3/4 Mile champion
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
